AS AMX Stock  Junior/Senior 1968-1970 AMX equipped as originally sold by AMC 

AN AMX Non-Stock  Junior/Senior 1968-1970 AMX with non-original equipment 

JS Javelin Stock  Junior/Senior 1968-1974 Javelin equipped as originally sold by AMC 

JN Javelin Non-Stock  Junior/Senior 1968-1974 Javelin with non-original equipment 

HS Hurst Stock  Junior/Senior 1969-1971 Hurst AMC equipped as originally sold by AMC 

HN Hurst Non-Stock  Junior/Senior 1969-1971 Hurst AMC with non-original equipment 

AMS AMC Stock 70-88  Junior/Senior 1970-1988 AMC and Jeep equipped as originally sold by AMC 

AMN AMC Non-Stock 70-88 Junior/Senior 1970-1988 AMC and Jeep with non-factory equipment 

RS Rambler Stock 58-69 Junior/Senior 1958-1969 Rambler, Marlin, Metropolitan equipped as originally sold by AMC 

RN Rambler Non-Stock 58-69 Junior/Senior 1958-1969 Rambler, Marlin, Metropolitan with non-factory equipment 

NP Non-AMC Powered Junior only  Any AMC vehicle with an engine other than AMC built/bought 

DR Driven   Junior only  Any AMC vehicle driven a minimum of 750 miles per year 

SI Special Interest  Junior only  AMC predecessors, Pre-1970 Jeep, prototypes, one-offs, celebrity cars 

RC Race Car   Junior only Any AMC vehicle specifically modified for racing purposes 

AHC American Heritage Cup Senior only Stock AMC “Best of Show”  

AC American Cup  Senior only Non-Stock AMC “Best of Show” 

LE Legacy Class  None  Previous winner of American Cup or American Heritage Cup on display 

DI Display Only  None  Any AMC not judged 

 

A few Tips 

• Your AMC does NOT need to be perfect to be judged!  Judging helps you identify areas to focus on and it helps the hobby. 

• You are responsible for making sure you are in the correct class.   

• The AMO Concours Chairman reserves the right to make corrections if necessary. 

• Your AMC will be in Junior level judging unless it has previously scored 190 points or higher in that class. 

• Senior level promotion applies only to the class in which a car is entered.  Your car starts with Junior level judging if entered in 

a different class.
